III. Agenda Review and Approval (ACTA-12-012)

1. Participants reviewed the draft meeting agenda.   
2. A motion was made and seconded for the approval of the agenda as published. (Hoffman/Bishop). The agenda was approved without opposition (AGREEMENT REACHED).  
IV. Review and Approval of Meeting Summary from April 12, 2012 General Council Meeting (ACTA-12-011)
3. Participants reviewed the Meeting Summary.  
4. Motion was made for the approval of the April 12, 2012 Meeting Summary (Bipes/Bishop). The Meeting Summary was approved without objection (AGREEMENT REACHED).  
5. ACTA Secretariat will remove “Draft” from the Meeting Summary and repost the document as ACTA-12-011 (ACTION ITEM).

V. Working Group Reports 

· ACTA WG on Enforcement – ACTA-12-015
i. FCC PN: Public Safety & Homeland Security Bureau Seeks Comment on Multi-Line Telephone Systems Pursuant to the Next Generation 911 Advancement Act 2012
6. Ms. Conn reported on the activities of the Enforcement WG on Mr. Bush’s behalf. It was noted that ACTA-12-015 contained a summary of the activities of the WG since the last General Council meeting. 
7. Ms. Conn noted that the WG has held two meetings. The first meeting primarily addressed the groups’ appreciate of the FCC participation at the last General Council meeting and a discussion was held to brainstorm ways to keep the Commission involved. The second meeting primarily addressed ACTA’s comments on the FCC PN: Public Safety & Homeland Security Bureau Seeks Comment on Multi-Line Telephone Systems Pursuant to the Next Generation 911 Advancement Act 2012. It was noted that these comments were filed on July 5th and are available via the part68.org website. 

8. It was noted that the next WG meeting is scheduled for August 6th. 
· ACTA WG on Smart Grid and other new Technologies  

9. Ms. Conn, reporting on Mr. Salinas’ behalf, noted that no meeting has been held as no new technologies affecting Part 68 were brought before the group for review.   It was noted that if Council members or members from the general public were aware of any new technologies affecting Part 68 that needed to be discussed, they should be reported to Mr. Salinas.  
VI. Secretariat Update 

· Update to ACTA Webserver
10.  Ms. Conn reported that the ACTA webserver has been successfully replaced and upgraded. It was noted that the Council was notified of the brief weekend outage of the ACTA website prior to the server replacement occurring.   The Council was reminded that the Secretariat maintains a separate server for ACTA separate and distinct from ATIS’ IT operations.
· Proposed Updates to ACTA OP&P 

· ACTA-12-016a – OP&P_v3.0_redline 

· ACTA-12-016b – OP&P_v3.0_clean 
11.  Ms. Conn provided a brief overview of the proposed changes to the ACTA OP&P. It was noted that the majority of the changes were administrative in nature and were updated to provide greater consistency within the document. 

12. A summary of the changes are: 
· Language has been changed to provide consistency in the following areas: 

i. Timeframes expressed in calendar days vs. business days 

ii. References to ACTA have been made consistent 

iii. Acronym usage has been aligned to be consistent throughout the document 

· A new section 4.7 has been added regarding Executive Sessions 

· A new section 6.2.3 has been added outlining the role of the General Counsel 

· A number of language changes have been made to reflect ACTA’s “adoption” of technical criteria rather than “publication” of technical criteria. 

13. A motion made and seconded to approval V3.0 of the ACTA OP&P as presented in ACTA-12-016 (Bishop/Hoffman). V3.0 of the OP&P was approved without opposition (AGREEMENT REACHED). 
14. The Secretariat will post the new version of the OP&P on the part68.org website. It was noted that the redline version would also be able on the part68.org website for a limited period of time (ACTION ITEM). 
VII. Liaison Reports: 
· TR 41 Liaison Report – ACTA-12-013
15. Mr. Bishop presented ACTA-12-013 which contains a summary of recent TIA TR 41 activities. It was noted that the items of direct interest to ACTA were highlighted in blue. 
16. Mr. Bishop noted that TIA-4965, Receive Volume Control Requirements for Digital and Analog Wireline Terminals is set to be completed in August of 2012. Once the work on this standard is completed, TR 41 is going to request that Industry Canada and the FCC adopt this specification. The new standard will require corresponding test methods to be developed and added to TSB-31-D once TIA-4965 is published.  TR 41.9 believes that the best course of action is for UPED to submit a petition for rule-making to the FCC once the TIA-4965 standard is published.  TR 41.9 would prefer that the FCC reference volume control requirements adopted by ACTA using the same privatized process as the harms prevention criteria that was formerly in Part 68, rather than including the new TIA-4965 standard in Part 68 as is presently done with the existing outdated volume control standards. As an alternative, it would be acceptable for the FCC to reference the latest version of the TIA-4965 standard in their rules as long as there are provisions included in the rules allowing updates to the rules to reference later versions of the standard without a rulemaking proceeding.  It was noted that this is an ongoing issue. 
17. It was noted that TIA 968-B-1 has been sent to ACTA for review and adoption. The public review process for the adoption of this proposed ACTA technical criteria is set to close on August 6th.  
18. It was noted that TR 41 has completed its review of the Part 68 FAQs and those FAQs are now available on the TIA website. 

19. It was noted that TR 41 has completed its work on Addendum 1 to TSB-31-D, Rationale and Measurement Guidelines for U.S. Network Protection. This document has been sent to TIA for final publication and should now be available. 
20. It was noted that two ACTA adopted technical criteria are up for ANSI Public Review in 2013. TR 41 is currently soliciting contributions on TIA-1096-A and TIA-168-B. 

21. It was noted that if any participants wanted more information on the TR 41 activities, they should contact Steve Whitesell or review the TR 41 website. 
· FCC Report 

22. Mr. McNeil noted that the Enforcement Bureau (EB) is currently coordinating with Industry Canada to gain a greater understanding of Industry Canada’s process for enforcement. The EB is looking to determine if there are any methods that the Commission could adopt from Industry Canada which would assist in the enforcement of Part 68 rules.  
23. It was noted that the EB is planning on distributing an Enforcement Advisory in the next few months reminding the public of Part 68 rules and requirements.  
24. The question was raised if the Commission has reached out to TCBs regarding their surveillance programs. In response, it was noted that this has not occurred yet, but could happen in the future. 
25. It was noted that, in the past, ACTA assisted ANSI in updating the documentation and procedures for ANSI’s TCB assessment program. It was suggested that the Commission could provide support to this ANSI program, specifically regarding Scope C. It was noted that this could potentially assist with enforcement. It was noted that the OET would need to be involved in any initiatives regarding the TCBs.    
· Industry Canada Report 

26.  Mr. Guevara reported that the Terminal Attachment Program Advisory Committee met in May, but no items of direct interest to ACTA were addressed. 

27. It was noted that Industry Canada is waiting for further action on the TIA Volume Control standard.  
VIII. Questions for the FCC
28.  It was noted that this was addressed during the FCC liaison report. 
IX. Old/New Business  
· Plugs & Jacks – Non-compliance Presentation – ACTA-12-018
29.  Mr. Jeskey noted that both he and Mr. Brennan appreciated the opportunity to provide this presentation to ACTA. Mr. Brennan unfortunately had a conflict during today’s meeting, so Mr. Jeskey would be making the presentation on their behalf. The presentation is contained in ACTA-12-018.  
30. Following the presentation, the participants discussed that while this presentation specifically identifies RJ 45 jacks, similar (if not worse) problems can occur with RJ 11 and RJ 14 jacks. It was noted that the concerns addressed apply to all six and eight position miniature modular connectors.  
31. The question was raised if there are any materials which could potentially match the performance of gold and nickel. It was noted that even though the TIA Standard does allow for the equivalent, to date there has not be a suitable equivalent found. 
32. It was noted that if any participants had additional questions, they should send them to the Secretariat which would forward them to Mr. Jeskey and Mr. Brennan. 

· Review of FCC Online Complaint Form 
33. It was noted that at a recent Enforcement WG meeting, participants reviewed the FCC online complaint form. It was discovered that using the online form, it is unclear where/how to file a complaint related to Part 68/Terminal Equipment Premises Wiring and Connectors. 

34. It was noted that there were many ways to file a complaint including the online form, phone, fax, and email. Additionally, it was noted that there was a “free form field” in which a customer could potentially include a complaint related to Part 68/Terminal Equipment Premises Wiring and Connectors.

35. It was noted the FCC Consumer and Governmental Affairs Bureau is responsible for the maintenance of this form. 

36. It was recommended that the Enforcement WG discuss at its next meeting sending a letter to the Wireline Competition Bureau about adding Part 68/Terminal Equipment Premises Wiring and Connectors to the online form (ACTION ITEM). 
· FCC’s OET is changing the format of the Grantee Code – Report from the 6/13/12 Open Commission Meeting – ACTA-12-014
37. Mr. Bishop presented ACTA-12-014 and noted that the recent FCC Order increasing the number of Grantee Code characters does not impact TTE labeling requirements or the ACTA database of approved TTE.  While the FCC took action to mitigate the problem of a decreasing supply of Grantee Codes available for assignment, no such problem exists in connection with the number of TTE Responsible Party Codes available for assignment.   It was noted that this item was for information only.  
· Discussion of proposed series of educational public notices covering both compliance and ACTA database related issues 
38.  Mr. Haynes asked if any participants had any topics for future public notices covering both compliance and ACTA database related issues. It was noted that there were none at this time, but that this would remain a standing item on future meeting agendas.  
· ATIS PSTN Transition Landscape Report – For Information Only – ACTA-12-019
39.  Mr. Payne, ATIS Director of Technology Programs, presented ACTA-12-019 which provided a high-level summary of the current work of the ATIS PSTN Transition Focus Group. 
40. After the presentation, a question was raised about whether or not the Focus Group has identified any specific technology or regulatory concerns which could impact Part 68. In response, Mr. Payne noted that there were none which he was specifically aware of, but he would contact the Focus Group leadership for confirmation. 

41. It was noted that if any participants had further questions, they should send them to the Secretariat which would forward them to Mr. Payne.  

· PN 12-02: Notice of Intent to Adopt Proposed Technical Criteria 
42.  Ms. Conn reported that the PN was issued on July 5th regarding the public review period for the adoption of TIA-968-B-1. It was noted that the public review period is set to end on August 6th. 

43. Ms. Conn noted that TR 41 has recommended an immediate adoption of this standard, so pending no comments are received during the public review period, this standard will become an ACTA adopted technical criteria effective August 7th. 
· Filing Fee Increase to go into effect October 1, 2012
44.  Mr. Haynes reported that the Executive Committee approved a filing fee increase from $650.00 to $825.00 per filing. It was noted that this change will go into effect on October 1, 2012. 

45.  Ms. Conn reported that a public notice announcing the increase in filing fees will be issued on August 1, 2012. 
· ACTA Sponsor Reaffirmation – ACTA-12-017 
46.  Mr. Bishop presented ACTA-12-017. The contribution notes at the direction of the FCC, ACTA was established by TIA and ATIS in 2001.  FCC rules and regulations specify that the ACTA may vote on a quadrennial basis to be sponsored by any ANSI-accredited organization.  The ACTA has previously voted twice, the first time prior to January 2005 and the second time prior to January 2009, to continue to be sponsored by TIA and ATIS.  This contribution recommends that ACTA vote by simple majority to be sponsored jointly by TIA and ATIS for the four year period beginning in January 2013 and that ATIS continue to serve as Secretariat.
47. A motion was made and seconded that ACTA be sponsored jointly by TIA and ATIS for the four year period beginning in January 2013 and that ATIS continue as Secretariat. (Bishop/Biholar). The motion was approved without objection. (AGREEMENT REACHED).  

48. It was noted that the Secretariat will research any required actions (i.e. letter to the FCC, Public Notice) to announce the continuation of ATIS and TIA as the joint sponsors of ACTA with ATS serving as the Secretariat (ACTION ITEM). 
· Submission Guidelines 
49. It was noted that during the review of the Submission Guidelines for the filing fee increase, a couple of IS Reps discovered that there were a number of potential substantive changes that also need to be reviewed. 

50. It was noted that an Ad Hoc Group, led by Mr. Bishop is being created to review the Submission Guidelines. Mr. Lambert and Mr. Jeskey volunteered to participate in the group. The Secretariat will assist in the coordination of the group (ACTION ITEM).  
· Other
51. It was noted that Mr. Guevara will be retiring from Industry Canada at the end of this year, and this will be his last ACTA meeting. Mr. Haynes noted that Mr. Guevara will be sorely missed and thanked Mr. Guevara on behalf of ACTA for his many contributions over the years on behalf of Industry Canada.
