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ABSTRACT

The following is an issue that has been brought to the attention of the ACTA secretariat as a result of a filing that took place.
These requests have been presented to the ACTA between fourth quarter of 2006 and the first quarter of 2007
NOTICE
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A. Confusion Regarding Resubmissions of Supplier’s Declaration of Conformity When Conducting a Transfer of RPC.
1. In the Guidelines & Procedures for submittal of information to the ACTA for inclusion in the database of approved Telephone Terminal Equipment , Revision 3.0 December 2006 the following information is provided:
Under the section 3.3 Changes in Name, Address, Ownership or control of Responsible Party: subsection 3 it states:
Revised SDoC (for SDoC Filings only):

The new Responsible Party shall provide the ACTA with a copy of

updated/revised SDoCs reflecting the name of the new Responsible Party

on the SDoC for those products they continue to market. If a RP wishes to

provide updated/revised SDoCs for additional products, this also may be

done during the transfer on a voluntary basis.
While the updated/revised SDoC will provide information as to the responsible party, certain fields then become questionable, primarily;

a. What is the date that should be used on the revised SDoC?  If you use the present date or date of re-issue then there can be some confusion as to what Technical Criteria apply to the Product.  Keeping the original date of the SDoC, gives the impression that the product was originally filed by the New RPC.

b. The suggestion may be to indicate on the new/updated SDoC that it is a re-issue as a result of a Transfer of Ownership.  It may also be beneficial to revisit the Sample SDoC provided in the Guidelines & Procedures for submittal of information to the ACTA for inclusion in the database of approved Telephone Terminal Equipment , Revision 3.0 December 2006 and identify the fields that would be changed.
